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But take a few minutes today to think of 
that morning mentioned in today’s Gospel 
reading from John. It is quiet and dark, 
shortly before the first few rays of the sun 
are visible.  The sealed tomb is no longer 
sealed, the massive stone having been 
rolled away from the entrance despite the 
presence of a guard.  Peter and John, who 
ran from Jesus at his arrest, now run to 
find him again.  Seeing his burial cloths 
removed, they believe. 
 The Catechism of the Catholic 
Church reminds us that in his dying and 
resurrection, Jesus has “opened” heaven to 
all who would believe in him with  
unwavering faith (CCC 1026).  All too 
often, we hold the pains and sins of our 
lives like a stone, placed firmly in front of 
our minds and our hearts so that we  
cannot see the love of Christ which lives in 
us.  Even though we’ve put the stone 
there, we cannot remove it by ourselves.  
At some point, we need only to ask the 
one who removed the stone 2,000 years 
ago, and he will move ours as well.  ©2009
